He held events on the library lawn
with the 2008 ream’s car on a stage with
lights and sound blaring.

The ream also became the first client
of an OSU student-run public relarions
firm and gained sponsorships with
companies including Kim Ray, an il
raols company, and Schlumberger, an
oilfield service company.
